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SubjectOfProposal: Last day to add/drop a class

DescribeCurrrentMethod: Currently the last day to add a class occurs 5 days following the first day of class work fall & spring.  The last day to drop a course without it appearing on the transcript occurs two weeks later.  Therefore, students may sign up for and take up seats in a class until about three weeks into the semester.  At that time, many students drop courses they've decided on jettisoning.  At this time, it is too late for other students who may have wanted those dropped classes to add them. Much money is lost by having empty seats in classes.

DescribeProposedSuggestion: Make the last day to add and the last day to drop a class the same day.  Do this by moving the last day to add a couple of days later, and by moving the last day to drop a class up to coincide with the last day to add.  In this way, classes would fill to capacity. Money would be saved because instructors would be teaching classes that are full.  Students would graduate in a more timely way because more classes would be available to add.

AdvantagesOfProposedSuggestion: Presently the undergraduate colleges are bursting with students.  Classes are crowded at the opening of the term, but not later in the term because students may drop for nearly three weeks after the term begins, although they may add for only one week after the term begins.  The university can maximize its teaching capacity by adopting my suggestion.
