1.  Some discussion as to the disposition of the question a senator from the Medical Center raised at the September Senate meeting, i.e., "What does the phrase "the Medical Center" mean in the Provost-organization?"  That is, under this new organization in which the medical colleges report to the Provost, but the hospital now reports to a nonacademic administrator (EVPHA), what part of either's jurisdiction is the "Medical Center"?  How is the term Medical Center now inappropriately used in the Senate Rules, which reflect the old organization of what did "Medical Center" mean?  Specifically on point here, for example, is the name of one of our current councils, the Academic Council for the Medical Center...the Senator from Pharmacy raised the question that he was unsure what do we the Senate mean as being within our jurisdiction in relation to the term "Medical Center" as to whether that name reflects the Provost organization.  He offered an alternative new council name of Academic Council of the Health Colleges (I personally would suggest Academic Council of the Medical Colleges, to keep the acronym as "ACMC"). We ought to discuss the general question the Senator raised, and specifically discuss how to address whether the name of the ACMC ought be made to more reflect the Provost system, should that inquiry start at the level of the ACMC and if so let's get it into their lap, etc., etc.
