Jeff (cc Rebecca, Acad Prog Ctte members),

The Academic Program Committee has voted 4-0 with one abstention and 

one absence to approve the joint WKU-UK programs in Mechanical and 

Civil Engineering.  (The student member of our committee has not 

responded yet, probably because of Spring Break.  I apologize for not 

getting the materials to him earlier, but no one ever bothered to 

tell me that he was on our committee!  At the same time, this matter 

is under such time pressure that I felt we needed to move forward 

without his vote on this matter only.  My oversight will not be 

repeated.)

There is concern among some about the loss of control of the UK 

Senate (but not the involved faculty) over the content of four 

courses.  Our committee approved the program based on the criteria in 

our charge, viz. that the program has been approved by the 

appropriate faculty, that any adverse effects on other programs have 

been ameliorated by consultation with the other programs, that the 

resources exist to institute the program, and that the program is of 

sufficient quality.  With respect to the last item, we note that with 

the loss of UK Senate oversight, we expect that the program will be 

reviewed frequently and thoroughly by the faculty involved in the 

program, as promised by the principals.
