I am writing, on behalf of the Provost, concerning the feasibility of the proposed new major and
minor in International Studies.

I have discussed this matter with Dr. Steven L. Hoch, Dean of the College of Arts & Sciences,
where the new major and minor will be housed. The College will have a dedicated full-time
academic advisor for all students in the program, with the associated funding. In addition, the
College will appoint a faculty director to administer the major and minor and provide the program
with a $5,000 operating budget. The College of Arts & Sciences will cover these costs from its
recurring budget.
