Purpose:  This proposal is for a Graduate Certificate in Nursing Studies for Masters
of Health Administration degree students. It will be nine credits in length
and 1s a collaborative cffort between the College of Nursing and the
Martin School of Public Administration.

Proposal for Graduate Certificate in Health Administration for MSN Students

September 30, 2004

Purpose:  This proposal is for a Graduate Certificate in Health Administration for
Master of Science in Nursing degree students. It will be nine credits in
length and represents a collaborative effort between the Martin School of
Public Policy and Administration and the College of Nursing.

Background:

Interest in expanded options for systematic preparation in health
administration by master’s degree-prepared nurses in all clinical areas has
grown in recent years as complex clinical problems have increased in
numbers and complexity. Issues refated to shortages in nursing and other
health professions, concerns with quality, patient safety and cost of care,
and the need to provide fiscally prudent care all demand sophisticated
administrative skills from advanced practice nurses at the point of service
in nursing units, clinics, and clinical programs. This option will provide
cxpanded organized learning opportunities for nurses earning a Master of
Science in Nursing degrec who are specializing in a clinical arca (such as
a clinical nursing specialty or a nurse practitioner specialty) but want to
enhance their understanding of the administrative processes in clinical
healthcare.

Director of the Graduate Certificate Program in Health Administration:

The Director of the Program shall be the Director of Graduate Studies in
Health Administration. That individual is currently Dr. Jeffrey Talbert.
Program admuinistration shall be managed collaboratively with the Director
of Graduate Studies for the Master of Science in Nursing degree program,
Dr. Julie Sebastian. Course enrollments will be managed so that no more
than 2-3 MSN students are enrolled in a Health Administration course at
any one time, unless jointly agreed upon by the two DGS’s. This is duc to
space constraints in the MHA program at this time.

Admission Requirements:

1. Lnrollment in the Master of Science in Nursing degree program at
the University of Kentucky College of Nursing;
2. A 3.0 or greater graduate GPA;
