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MR DEMBO I'd like to start
the neeting by setting the tone here. Sone quotes from
an interesting nonograph that was published in 2000
cal |l ed Leadership Reconsi dered, Engagi ng Hi gher
Educati on and Soci al Change.

(Reading:) Wile many higher
education | eaders believe that nost of
our problens could be solved if we would
sinmply avail ourselves of greater
financial resources, we believe that the
resources that are nost vital for
transformative changes are readily
avai l abl e, both within and around us.
These include our individual personal
resources of academ c freedom autonony,
critical thinking and a wllingness to
chal I enge, and our institutional
resources are a new start to the
cel ebration of the m ssions.

It was interesting to ne that the panel
that wote this went on to say that,

: the maj or obstacle to
enbraci ng and practicing these
principals is not a |ack of resources,
but rather our own limting beliefs
about our ourselves, our coll eagues and
our institutions.

Any faculty menber who seeks
to beconme a change agent can begin by
practicing transformative | eadership
right now O course, if faculty
persists in believing that it is only
the people at the top of the
adm ni strative hierarchy who are in a
position to initiate change, then they
are effectively di senpowering
t hensel ves.

Wth that, | would Iike to call to order
the first neeting of the University Senate 2002-2003
academc year. M nane is Jeff Denbo. |'mchair of
the Senate Council. |It's going to be a pleasure to
work with you, and | hope that you are forgiving of nme
as | try out nmy wings in this new role.

Before we start doing any business, |
would like to remind attendees that we have a
st enogr apher here, Stephanie Schloenmer, who is going to
hopefully not criticize me for talking too fast. But,
in addition, because we have a verbatimtranscript, it
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woul d be necessary for all speakers fromthe floor to
identify their name and their college or unit
affiliation. You'll have to do that each tine because,
al t hough she has a wonderful nenory, she probably can't
remenber every single person each tine.

Secondly, as a rem nder, the Senate
rules state that attendance is required at Senate
meetings unless there is an excused absence. If there
is a question about excused absences, take it up with
t he onbud.

( LAUGHTER)

Al that requires is to contact the
Senate office with a notification. And the reason why
" mbringing that up i s because once there are three
unexpl ai ned absences, then you nmay be purged fromthe
Senate role and your college will be notified to have a
reelection to fill the spot.

Do we have any student senators here
today? (Hands raised.) W appreciate your com ng and
want to ensure that you understand that your role in
the senate is vital. |It's just as vital as faculty and
adm nistrators, and | hope that whatever we can do in
terns of faculty or senators or even coll eagues to help
pronot e change, any ideas or proposals you have will be
wel coned, and we'll certainly do our best to hel p push
t hem t hr ough

The first order of business is to
approve the mnutes of April 22, which are attached. |
received one e-mail froma senator who wanted an
amendnent to be nmade to the mnutes. The senator said
that he or she has noticed that the mnutes |ist many
t hank yous that the previous senate council chair, Bil
Fortune, had given to individuals and conmttees. And
for conpleteness, this individual felt that we needed
to add the thank yous that were forwarded to Professors
Gesund and Tagavi. And specifically, the senator
states and quotes several verbatimitens fromthe
transcript.

The m nutes are nmeant to be a condensed
version of the transcript. However, it certainly is at
the pleasure of the senate as to the | evel of detai
that is provided in those mnutes. So if anybody feels

simlarly, 1'd entertain a notion to anmend the m nutes
on that matter or any other matter.

CHAI R DEMBO  Thank you very
much. The m nutes are accepted.

Today's neeting is going to be one of
some announcenents to set the stage for where we're
going to go this academ c year as far as senate work
and to give sonme insight to the bigger picture of
what's going on at the university level. Hence, |I'm
going to spend nore tinme tal king probably at this
neeting than I will at other ones, and that's good
because |1'd rather not talk as nuch as listen to ny
col | eagues.

So to start off with, we have a new
senat e address which is now 153 Bowran Hall and we're
trying out a new senate e-mail address. In the past,
e-mails that cane to the senate either went to the
senate council chair, to his or her personal e-mail, or
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to G ndy Todd at her personal e-mail. And |I proposed
to Gndy, and | think that we've agreed to try this
out, so that both Cndy and | can access one account
and that it would remain in perpetuity after | quit
this job and sonebody else takes it on, that the

uni versal address should be senate@ky. edu. The only
concerns |I've heard of to nowis that some people felt
that if they sent sonmething to senate, that it went out

to all senators, which is not the case. It nerely goes
to an e-mail address that C ndy and I can both open
So | hope that works. | think it shoul d.

Can we put the lights down for a second?
(Power Poi nt di spl ay)

The original senate council office was
in the adm nistration building for decades of tine
until, of course, there was the event that occurred.
After that, it noved to the Law buil ding conveniently
| ocated where Bill Fortune's office was, and nowit's
noved to Bowran Hall which, as you may be aware of, is
a stately building that once served as a freshman ... a
wonen's dormtory. This is the outside on Washi ngton
Avenue. This is a view fromthe courtyard, and right
next to the door you can see the open wi ndow that's the
view fromCndy's desk. And this is C ndy's desk
( LAUGHTER)

The roons that are going to be occupied
are still being renodel ed, and at it's uncl ear whet her
we have any priority over Vice President \Wal ker or not,
but that remains to be seen.

There have been sone changes in the
conposition of the senate council that | needed to
announce to you. First, | wanted to go through who the
senate officers are at present. The secretary of the
senate is Enid Wal dhart, and Professor Wal dhart is al so
the vice chair of the senate council. The job of the
Secretary of the senate is to circulate mnutes, |ist
faculty that are eligible to vote, conduct elections,
maintain roll, and also to maintain the various rules
of the faculty that are available fromthe various
col | eges.

In the senate rules, it specifies that
we nmust have a parliamentarian. Qur parlianmentarian is
Professor G fford Blyton, who has served the senate for
many, many years and the rol e as appointed by the
senate council is to advise the presiding officer of
parliamentary procedures. | had the pleasure of having
unch with Professor Blyton. No |ess than four people
cane over to shake his hand and acknow edge hi s great
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t eachi ng over many years. And he was honored | ast year
for the role that he's played at the University of
Kentucky. | also wanted to show you sonethi ng el se
that was done to honor him This is the display case
that's present in the classroombuilding to show the
trophies that were won by the nmany debate teans that
wer e under his guidance over many years. And | had to
confess ignorance that the debate teamwas as wel |l
known as our basketball teamwas for its excellence and
achi evenent .

So, Professor Blyton, thank you once
agai n.

( APPLAUSE)

By senate rules, we have to have

Sergeants at Arnms, and this year we have M chel e Soner.
M chel e, can you please stand up for a second?

M chel e Soner is the assistant onmbud in Academ c Orbud

Services, and | had the honor or working with her with

four years. | mss it quite a bit. | mss your

wisdom But it's nice to see you in this regard.

And our other Sergeant at Arns is Susan
WIllians, who is a nmenber of the staff senate, who is a
staff assistant in the College of Dentistry. Thank you
very nuch, Susan.

The roles of the Sergeants at Arns, as
you can see, is to separate the visitors fromthe
voting nenbers, carry out instructions of the senate,
control the presence of persons unauthorized. And
this, | think, is very inportant, Susan or M chele,
that Roberts' Rules state that you have a | egal right
to use such force as necessary to renove offenders.

( LAUGHTER)

We have brass knuckles in the senate
council office if you need them

We have one ot her individual who is not
listed as a fornmal officer of the senate, but under the
senate council rules the admnistrative assistant plays
a vital role, and that of course is Cndy Todd. G ndy
is celebrating this year her 30th year of serving for
the senate council, which is so nuch appreci at ed.

( APPLAUSE)

It was kind of funny to see Cindy in
Bowran Hal | because she was recalling what it was |ike
when she was a student there in the dormtory. Was
there a house mstress at one end of the hall there?

M5. TODD: We're goi ng occupy
the old house nother's suite.
CHAIR DEMBO. Ch, isn't that
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revenge for you
( LAUGHTER)

M5. TODD: Yes, she'd never |et
us in, so it's great.

We had a change in nenbership of the
senate council over the sumer. One of the rules
states that if a nenber of the senate no longer is
eligible to serve, such as becom ng a dean or sone such
person, then a vacancy shall be declared. And,
furthernore, to be a senate council nenber, you nust be
eligible to be a senator. And so, Mary Mlinaro was
appoi nted acting dean of Libraries while the search to
repl ace Paul WIllis is underway so, very unfortunately,
Mary was unable to serve any |onger on the senate
council. So that left two openings actually. It left
an opening for her spot on the senate council and since
she was vice chair, it left the vice chair opening as
wel | .

The senate rules state that the person
who had the next highest nunmber of votes during the
nost recent election is given the spot if he or she so
chooses to serve. And that spot was Kaveh Tagavi, who
kindly offered to serve for the remainder of the term

Mary's term woul d have gone to Decenber of this year
so that neans that Professor Tagavi will be serving
until Decenber. At that tinme there will be another
el ection and he is eligible to run for that slot if he
so chooses. And as you already know, we al so had
anot her election for the vice chair and Professor
Wal dhart got that.

This is the conposition of the senate
council at the present tine. | want to take one mnute
to introduce the senate council nenbers, not to bel abor
t he point but because this is the group that acts as
t he executive body of the University Senate, trying to
snooth the way so you don't have to deal wth nundane
details but rather can spend your tine on a Mnday
af ternoon di scussing the inportant topics of policy and
procedure that need to be discussed. Currently we have
Prof essor Ernie Bailey, who | believe is not here --

MR, BAI LEY: Here.

CHAIR DEMBO Oh, I'msorry
Ernie. Professor Liz Debski fromArts and Sci ences,
Prof essor Lee Edgerton from Agriculture. | don't know,
is Matthew Fal k here? Ch, Matt, please stand up. W
| ook forward to working with you. M chael Kennedy, who
al so as you know is a faculty trustee. Jessica King;
t hank you, Jessica. Tim Robinson as president of
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S .GA, he's a nenber of the senate council. Caire
Poneroy, also a faculty trustee. She's not here.
Peggy Sauni er; Peggy's a representative from LCC
Kaveh Tagavi. And finally, Professor Enid Wl dhart
fromthe Departnent of Conmunication, no |ess.

W' ve had anot her change over the
sumrer. W received notice from C aire Poneroy that
she will be seeking, fulfilling another position as of
January 1st. Therefore, her spot on the Board of
Trust ees becones vacant. The rules state that if at
anyti me sonebody shoul d becone ineligible to serve, the
chair of the senate council shall declare a vacancy and
call for a special election. So sonetine in the next
month or so we will begin the proceedings for an
el ection. The deans of every Coll ege have gotten a
letter fromthe senate council office asking which
menbers are eligible to vote and which nenbers are
eligible to both vote and serve fromthe faculties of
the colleges. | recall that to be eligible to be
nom nated, there's going to be a -- you need the
signatures of ten individuals. So |I'm presunpting that
just in order for those of you or your coll eagues who
wi sh to be considered, it's tinme to start thinking
about the way you'll approach this upcom ng el ection.

Over the summer, the senate council net
three tines and during that tine it perfornmed sone of
its usual functions, which may include reinstatenents
of which there were, | believe, four student
rei nstatenents. Wen sonebody has been suspended from
the University of Kentucky twi ce, then the only way
they can be reinstated is by approval by the senate
council acting on behalf of the senate. And in those
four cases students were approved. There were also two
rules waivers. One of themwas to change a grade for a
third tinme; and the other was al so a grade change, |
believe. This year's commttee assignnents -- we have
-- of our senate comm ttees, we have five conmttee
chairs that are in place, and |'ve elected this year to
all ow comm ttees sone degree of self determ nation
thereby electing their own chairs at their first
nmeeti ng.

The comm ttee chairs we have in place
i ncl ude Professor Brad Canon fromthe Rules and
El ections Cormmittee. Brad, could you please rise? And
Brad has served very capably and very helpfully for a
nunber of years. And it's so hel pful to have sonebody
with a good insight into the rules and great
institutional nmenory to help us in that regard.
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The Academc Facilities Commttee is
Andy Spears, who has agreed to serve again. Thank you
very much, Andy. | understand your conmttee already
has sonmething on the agenda, to neet with architects.

MR. SPEARS. W do. Do you
want to tal k about that now?

CHAI R DEMBO W can get to
t hat .

MR. SPEARS: (kxay.

CHAI R DEMBO. W have the
Research Commttee, which is David Randall. David,
were are you? There you are. And, in fact, there's a
new agenda itemthat will be com ng your way, froma
conversation |I've had with Vice President Ji mBow ing,
to tal k about the disposition of some of the Futures
Task Force reconmendati ons.

Academ ¢ Organi zation and Structure,
very kindly Kate Chard from Educati on has agreed to
chair this conmttee. And this is one of the
commttees that | felt needed to be in place and up and
runni ng because we're going to have a nunber of
recomendations this year, the nost significant of
which | believe are going to be fromthe College of
HES, and it was inportant to have that commttee ready
to go as soon as the proposals cane along. Thank you,
Kate, very nmuch. W appreciate it.

And finally, the Adm ssions Advisory
Comm ttee, David Durant has agreed to serve.
Odinarily, the senate rules state that the chair nust
be a senator. The senate council voted to waive the
rule in this case because of Professor Durant's
expertise, his intense interest and the thoroughness in
whi ch he has served on this conmttee over the past
several years.

The remai nder of the commttees will be

named -- the chairs will be nanmed at their first
nmeetings, which I and Gndy will help to arrange.
There will be sonme interesting charges that | intend to

give to the commttees this year. W have a comm ttee
cal l ed Academic Prograns, and it's occurred to ne that
over many years the senate and the senate council have
continual ly approved courses and approved prograns and
have approved many different things, but it's been very
rare that any individual proposal for a deletion of a
program has cone forward. And at this time with a
university that aspires to be "Top 20" in an ever

i ncreasi ng nunber of prograns and conpl exity of
academ c m ssions, | thought it would be helpful to
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have the Academ c Planning Conmttee take a | ook and
construct a tenplate by which colleges and faculties
and departnents can self-study so they woul d have
gui del i nes should they ever wish to discontinue a
programor at |east evaluate prograns for potenti al
di sconti nuati on.

We have an Institutional Planning and
Budgeting Conmttee, and in consideration of sone of
t he conversations we've had at the senate |evel over
t he past several years with chairs and deans claimng
to have insufficient resources with which to educate a
full load of students, I'mgoing to charge this
commttee with taking a close | ook at what types of
noni es and resources are actually designated to our
educational mssion and if there are inadequacies or
things that need to be redirected, then this commttee
shoul d conme up with sonme guidelines to take to centra
adm ni strati on.

We have an Academ c Pl anni ng and
Priorities Conmttee. This commttee is charged, anong
other things, with evaluating the efficiency and the
effectiveness of the senate in processing matters of
academ c policy. | don't believe that we have any
specific statenments in our regulations or senate rules
about what shared governance is, what it signifies, and
how effectively it should work or does work at the
University of Kentucky. So |I'mgoing to charge that
commttee with evaluating the state of shared
governance at the University of Kentucky, conparing
what we do with other universities, sone of whom do
have shared governance statenments, and conparing it
with statements put out by the AAUP. And, if deened
feasible, to cone forward with a statenent to be
eval uated by the senate for possible inclusion in our
rul es.

Speaki ng of AAUP, to the best of ny
know edge at this point in tinme -- Mchael Kennedy, do
we have an active AAUP section or we do not?

MR,  KENNEDY: W do not. W
are looking for a president. Looking for a
president ...
( LAUGHTER)

| f anybody is interested in becom ng
active ... W have an executive commttee but | bowed
out as president.

CHAIR DEMBO. | think it's a
vital role that should have a voice at every university
and | guess -- | don't know, M chael, you told ne that
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sonetines if there are no problens, then the need for a
AAUP ceases to exist for a period of time. But perhaps
it should be just the opposite, that it's during the
periods of lull when an organization can take a | ook at
what kind of forward notion needs to be nade. So if
you have any friends or colleagues that m ght be
interested, | think it would be a very good thing to
have on this canpus.

MR. KENNEDY: Let nme put it
this way: Menbership tends to go up dramatically when
there are problenms and drop off sort of acetonically
when there aren't.

CHAI R DEMBO. So we need to
create sonme problens first?

( LAUGHTER)

There are two ad hoc comm ttees that
will be created this year and one that will be carried
over fromlast year. The commttee fromlast year is
the G aduation Contracts Conmttee, and I'I|l give a
short report on that later. The senate council in the
past has handl ed student reinstatenents, which
described earlier. However, sonetinmes it's a rather
timely procedure. It involves evaluating student
dossiers and, in fact, interview ng students in sone
cases. And the senate council felt that it m ght be
good to try to experinent with creating an ad hoc
commttee to specifically look at reinstatenents. This
woul d be nodeled in a sense after the Retroactive
Wthdrawal s Comm ttee, another highly-specialized
conm ttee whose sole job is to handle that type of
academ c process. If, in fact, it's a successful year
for an ad hoc commttee |like that, then we m ght
consi der presenting to the senate as an ongoi ng
conmittee.

| would | ove to hear through e-mail or
tel ephone calls if there are any faculty and students
who are interested in serving on that Ad Hoc
Rei nst at enment Commi tt ee.

And, finally, later this fall -- In ny
role as onbud for four years, it cane to ny attention
that there are sone significant questions and concerns
regardi ng academc integrity on canpus. And it's
certainly not UK it's nationwi de. And we tal k about
ethics and breaches of ethics that extends to the

corporate world as well. So | intend to create a
senate Conmm ssion on Academic Integrity, and this wll
be a conm ssion that will persist until it's job is

done basically, to get a |look at the clinmate of
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academc integrity on UK's canmpus, to take a | ook at
what policies and procedures should be inplenented to
hel p better pronote an environnent of academc
integrity and also to take a | ook at the current
sanctions that are in place and to reeval uate the
effecti veness of them

Agai n, anybody who's interested in
serving on that commssion, |I'd |ove to hear fromyou
t hrough e-mai|l or tel ephone.

One nore issue canme up at the senate
council and that's going to be a charge to the Rul es
Conmittee. Oficially, the chair of the University
Senate is the president of the university and that is
President Todd. The rules specifically state the
president, who acts as the chair, shall be the
presiding officer but may del egate this function and
can call special neetings.

When | asked Bill Fortune about this
speci fic designation sone tine ago, | said, "Have you
ever been notified by the president that you have been
del egated to be the presiding officer?" And he said
"No." And to the best of mnmy understanding, it's never
happened, but it's been tradition.

| presented this to the senate council,
and they asked nme to charge the Rules Commttee with
| ooking at this to see if there needs to be sone type
of definition of who the presiding officer is or, in
fact, what the role of the senate council chair is in
the | arger body of the senate.

One ot her issue came up about voting
privileges. Acting-Provost N etzel and Associate
Provost Kraener brought this up to ne. And there's a
quirk in the rules that 1'mgoing to put out on the
floor nowto see if there's anything you'd like to do
about it now or wthhold action.

There's a rotating nmenbership of voting
menbers anong adm ni strators, depending on the even- or
odd- nunbered academi c year. The governing regul ati ons
were changed | ast year to reflect the fact that we have
a provost. And in fact, previously, the Chancellor of
t he Lexi ngton canmpus woul d vote during one year and the
Chancel | or of the Medical Center would vote during
anot her year. The governing regul ati ons were changed
both to identify a provost and to allow the provost to
vote every year. The senate rules have not been
changed to reflect that. Currently, the senate rules
tal k about the chancellor of the Medical Center and the
dean of Undergraduate Studies, which is a position that
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no | onger exists, and there's no nmention of the
provost .
So for this neeting and until the Rul es
Comm ttee can address this, we can either take no
action at this time or we can take an action to
identify what types of voting privileges there should
be for this neeting and subsequent neetings for the
provost .
Have | explained that to understand the
i ssue?
MR. BHAVSAR. One of the
changes that could be nmade --
CHAI R DEMBO. Pl ease identify

your sel f.

MR BHAVSAR  Oh, Sukato
Bhavsar, from Astronony. It says an academ c year
begi nning with even nunbers. | guess you nean even-

nunber ed academ c years?

CHAI R DEMBO. Yes, so this
woul d be -- 2002-2003 would be what this is indicative
of .

( LAUGHTER)

CHAI R DEMBO, Oh, endi ng.

CHAI R DEMBC So you are
wanting to anend the notion that's on the floor to add

on -- Did | understand correctly that otherw se they
cannot vote because in the senate rules there is no
such thing as a provost. Correct?

CHAI R DEMBC That's correct.

MR. TAGAVI: If that's the
case, then | think in the spirit of what used to be,
I"d like to anend that so that they could vote.

CHAI R DEMBC Can you
specifically state when they should vote?

MR. TAGAVI: That the provost

CHAI R DEMBO. Ckay, all those
opposed to the anendnment ?

There are several proposals that should
be com ng before the senate within the next short
period of tinme. | wanted to |et you know what they are
so that you can anticipate them One is |owering the
age for phased retirement from65 to 60. Jack Bl anton
said that it [ooks like this was viewed very favorably
by central adm nistration and was one of the
recomendati on of the commttee that eval uated,

t hi nk, benefits over the |ast year or two.

The other two proposals we wll
hopefully see within the next nonth or so is a dual
proposal that is transferring the Departnent of
Interior Design to the College of Architecture; and
finally, renam ng the Coll ege of Architecture to
Col | ege of Design. Thus far, it appears that it may
not be highly controversial, but it needs to go through
due process.

On other fronts | ast year, at the end of
t he academ c year, the senate voted on a notion to
instruct the university admnistration to create a
university-wide bulletin board system This is
currently undergoing testing. The Enterprise conputing
fol ks have gotten trial software and are trying to see
if it's conpatible with a ww server so that people can
log onto the bulletin board using their "U' connect
I Ds, so that it wouldn't be open to the public but
woul d be open to all valid university community
menbers.

| plan to have a neeting wwth the Area
Advi sory Comm ttee chairs within the next nmonth or two
to take a close | ook at dossiers that are put forward
to see what can be done to hel p guide chairs and
faculty thensel ves into nmaking their dossier nore
readabl e, nore intuitive and perhaps with sonme better
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-- making less work for the Advisory Conmttee, | guess
is what | amtrying to say.

There's a Student Code revision that's
underway. It was worked on by Victor Hazard prior to
the retirenent of Jim Cooder, and now Pat Terrell, the
new vice president for Student Affairs, wll be working
on this as well. This is for information only because
due process does not require that it conme through the
Uni versity Senate. For our student senators, however
|'d advi se you to nmake sure that you and your
col | eagues have full access to see what these proposed
changes are since it will affect every aspect of your
life here at WK

Finally, one other announcenent 1'd |ike
to make -- | don't believe that there was a specific
announcenent of who the new onbud for the university
is, although probably it's widely known that Susan
Skully is the new academ ¢ onbud. Most of you may know
Prof essor Skully, who is an Associate Professor in the
Col | ege of Education. She's been accorded many awards
and recognition and certainly has had a | ot of
experience wth university due process. | know that
she'll do a wonderful job.

Now, we may have sonme reports. During
the interim the hiatus between | ast academ c year and
this, the Board of Trustees net several tinmes, and |I'm
going to call on Professor Kennedy to fill us in on
what's been happening at the board | evel.

off on the board July 1. | was sworn in actually at
the previous board neeting -- swore |I'd never fought a
duel.

they are dealing with right now

MR. ATKI SON: Thank you, sir.

As Jeff eluded to, this is quite a task.

You all have been fortunate to have a University
Senate ahead of you to have all the wheels greased and
everyt hing worked out and flowi ng smoothly. Us, on the
ot her hand, this is brand new. The 9,000 staff nenbers
of the University of Kentucky are all divided into
precincts, as yours are as well, but I think the
bi ggest task we have this first year is first of al
getting our officers in order. W had a nice set of
five officers. One of our officers left his precinct,
so he's no longer a senator in his precinct, so he can
no |l onger serve as an officer. So one of the first
orders of duty is to fulfill that seat back. And this
Thursday we're planning on doing that. And | just
found out our secretary is taking a job off canpus. So
you can see the obstacles we're running into right
away, and two of the five officers are no |onger
of ficers.

So | think the biggest challenge | see
us is working together once we get wheels going with
you and student council to get the university in sync
in all three areas of faculty, staff and students.

And we already have a great relationship
wi th your chairman, who's been so gracious to offer ne
a lot of support and a ot of help in getting things
going. | kind of stepped into this accidentally. |
didn't think that I was going to el ected as chairnman,
but I nust have proven ny point and accepted the
chal l enge and | ook forward to devel oping a staff senate
this year.

Ri ght now we have no budget, so we're
wor ki ng on devel opi ng sone kind of budget so we can
pl an sone things to do and, hopefully, we'll be able to
incorporate all of our activities with the University
Senate, we well as student government.

Dr. Denbo and | have sone ideas we're
going to toss around with student government to see if
we can conme up with sone areas that we can all work
together to nake this university a better place.

MS. W LLIAMS: Byl aws.

Conmittee, of course. And | think that's it. But we
have very good people that were elected to chair these
different comnmttees, and we' ve already had one
Executive Conm ttee neeting, which went very well. As
you know, as being an officer, especially, you know how
much nore tinme you have to conmt to this. And our
f ol ks have been diligent and been on tinme and have been
there and so, so far, things are running real well.

A very quick report fromthe G aduation
Contract Conmmttee that | wll give.

The two steps that are remaining with
the Gaduation Contract Committee right nowis to do a
student survey to see what the sentinent of students on
canpus woul d be regardi ng whether or not this would be
sonet hing they perceive to be of benefit. Then the
commttee will neet once again to put together a draft
of what a contract mght look Iike. At that point,
we'll bring it to the senate council to see what the
general thought is and then to bring it to probably the
Adm ssions and Academ ¢ Standards Committee for
eval uati on.

At this point, we have one ot her
di scussion item then a few action itens. The
di scussion itemthis. Tradition has had it that the
president of the university would address the senate at
its first neeting to give a State of the University
Address. President Todd was unable to attend either
this nmeeting or the Cctober neeting as well. So our
choi ces m ght be to have himaddress the senate | ater
on, either Novenber or Decenber; to not address the

senate at all; or to create a special senate neeting.
One possibility is Septenber 30th. Wen we di scussed
at the senate council level, the mgjority of you was

that we should recomend that we hold a special senate
meeti ng on Septenber 30, solely for the purpose of the
presi dent addressing us. There was a mnority of you
on the commttee, on the senate council, that this is
not something that should be done.

What thoughts do you have?

CHAI R DEMBO. The roomis
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available. Isn't that right, G ndy?

M5. TODD: Yes.

CHAI R DEMBO. Now, we have
several action itenms. Wuen it conmes to action itens,
the secretary of the senate, in this case Professor
Wal dhart, will present those to the floor.

M5. WALDHART: The first item
is aresolution in honor of WIIliam Fortune, who was
t he past senate council chair. It has been customary
for the senate to recogni ze and show appreciation for
the work done by the outgoing chair of the senate
counci | .

Prof essor Fortune was the second person
to hold the office for two successive terns. W didn't
say this was really above and beyond, but it is above
and beyond. And this was particularly significant
because of the issues faced during his tinme in office.
Wiile there is release tinme given to the faculty who
are elected to senate council chair, inreality it's
i ke having two full-tinme jobs. Acting as presiding
officer of the senate is but a small indication of the
chair's work with the nost inportant and tinme consum ng
wor k bei ng done behind the scenes. Professor Fortune
consi stently approached this role with dedication,
graci ousness, and loyalty to the institution.

There were a nunber of substantive
i ssues that arose during Professor Fortune's tine in
office. And his expert guidance, followthrough and
comm t ment hel ped the university comunity nake forward
progress on many fronts. Anong these issues were the
| ocati on of the Bi onedical/Bi ol ogi cal Sciences Research
buil ding -- sone of you may renenber this concern;
continued amal gamation of LCC with UK; and formation
t he new engi neering prograns in the western part of the
state.

Prof essor Fortune also was at the helm
when the university searched for and gai ned a new
president. He coordinated interviews with the
candi dates and ensured that faculty input nmade a
difference. He hel ped wel cone President Todd to the
university and ensured that there was a chance for
di al og between the president and the senate. Professor
Fortune was a gentleman in every respect in his role as
senate council chair.

It is only befitting that he receive
this recognition with our sincere thanks for his hard
wor k and dedi cati on.

M. Chair, | request that the resolution
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be presented to Professor Fortune and that a copy be
entered into the archives of the senate.
CHAI R DEMBO. So since this

cones fromthe senate council, it requires no second to
have it on the floor. |Is there any discussion about
this? (No response.)

CHAIR DEMBO Al |l opposed?

CHAI R DEMBO  Thank you.

We have a second action by Professor \Wal dhart.

M5. WALDHART: Actually, this
conmes on the heels of the staff senate person. You'l
notice that ItemA was attached to your agenda. W are
proposi ng a change in Senate Rule 1.2.2.4 on ex officio
menbership. Currently it reads:

(Reading:) "The ex officio
menbership shall include, anong others,
the Director of the Honors Program and
the chairs of the University Senate
Comm ttees, including University Senate
Advi sory Commttees."”

We are proposing to add, "the Chair of the Staff
Senate" to that list. The rationale was that the staff
senate is just beginning to run, that there is a nice
reci procal relationship between our senate counci
chair and the staff senate, and we would like to keep
this going. So this is presented for consideration.

CHAIR DEMBO  Again, this
comes fromthe senate council so it's on the floor with
no need to second. |Is there any discussion? (No
response.)

Al'l those in favor of this rules change,
pl ease say aye.

("AYE" VA CE VOTE: ALL)

CHAIR DEMBO Al |l opposed?
("NAY" VO CE VOTE: NONE)

CHAI R DEMBO. The rul es change
passes. Thank you.

Now, finally, this is the part |'ve been
| ooking forward to the nost because these are not
announcenents and they're not action itens, but they
are di scussi on where we can pool our w sdomtogether to
see what we need to do about sone of these issues.
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The first one concerns a task force that
was fornmed by President Todd on the University of
Kent ucky Chandl er Medi cal Center organization and the

provost nodel. By way of background, this is a task
force that was formed specifically by admnistration
There wasn't, | don't believe, to the best of ny

know edge, any request for input regardi ng suggestions
for faculty. However, it does represent to ny way of
thinking the first official discussion that is
occurring regarding the role of the provost at this
uni versity.

If you'll recall when President Todd
canme to the University of Kentucky, one of his
initiatives was to create a provost nodel, and there
have been many regul ati ons changed to that effect, but
up to now there's been not enough substantive dial og
about what a provost is and does.

Hence, this task force in one sense is
very good in that it represents a formalized
di scussion. W do have a senator on the task force,
David Randall, and |I've asked David if he could just
cone and briefly describe what the activities have been
up to now and what the future plans are for this task
force.

Thank you, David.

MR. RANDALL: You're well
aware that the colleges of the Medical Center have
reported to a Chancellor, and that has given the
appear ance that we have operated perhaps nore
aut onomously fromthe canpus than m ght otherw se be
the case. President Todd obviously wants the one-
canpus notion to prevail. And so noving to a provost
nodel effectually should do that, but you can al so
i magi ne that what's called an Academi c Health Center
actual ly has a nunber of other constraints besides
purely academ cs.

And so this task force is specifically
charged with | ooking at different kinds of nodels,

di fferent kinds of organizations that would both
facilitate the integration of the nedical center into

t he canpus as a whol e under a provost and, yet, allow a
certain degree of freedomthat woul d nmake the other

m ssion of the health center, delivery of care and so
forth, as efficient as possible. For exanple, the
hospital has to conpete against a very conpetitive
market in the area for patients and so forth. And so,
what the task force will be doing is |ooking at

di fferent nodels.
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Thus far, Dr. N etzel has conme and told
us how he envisions a provost acting; what is a
provost. We've also heard fromthe dean of the Coll ege
of Allied Health in terns of what his coll ege does and
what services are now provided under the Chancell or
system that nust be replicated under any new system
t hat m ght be desi gned.

Al so, we'll be |ooking at those issues.

We' || be hearing fromall the deans of the various
col l eges and having themtell us what very inportant,
the very specific factors are involved in the
adm ni stration of their units.

We'l|l be visiting selected universities
across the country. | suspect Arizona State will be --
or University of Arizona would be one of those.
expect Onio State will be one of those, to see how
t heir provost nodel functions, and then we are asked to
report by October 31. But actually the retreat where
we'll try and put all of this together is schedul ed for
Novenber 1st, 2nd, and 3rd. So we're obviously going
to be late on the October 31st deadline. But | think
we're going to try and | ook as broadly as we can at the
advant ages and di sadvant ages and different Kkinds of
nodel s for the Medical Center, Allied Health and so
forth, under a new provost nodel.

| suspect that it's likely that sone
i ndependent corporation wll be spun off to separate
per haps the academ c responsibilities and the clinical
responsibilities. And so, if that were to happen, then
who's the Chief Executive officer of that unit? Is it
t he dean of the College of Medicine? Does that
i ndi vidual report to the provost, does he report to the
president and so forth? Issues |like that wll be
considered. And, again, | would | ove to have any i nput
you want .

CHAI R DEMBO  The two points
| think that are inportant to bring up. One is that
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remenber that |ast senester that were some governing
regul ati ons that were changed with the approval of the
senate and the senate council. There were sone

adm ni strative regul ations that were changed that did
not go through the senate council. And so, there's
still sonme lack of clarity at the present tinme with
what role the provost plays in pronotion and tenure,
for exanple, of Medical Center faculty. And since
there's a task force underway, it didn't seem w se at
this point to continue to evaluate the ARs until the
task force conmes up with some suggested paths to take.

The second point is that there are no
students on this task force, which in ny personal
opinion is an oversight. And, finally, when the
president first charged the task force -- and correct
me if I"'mwong David. At the very first neeting the
presi dent said that the chancellor nodel is still in
place at this point in tine.

MR, RANDALL: It still is in
pl ace at this present tinme, yes.

CHAIR DEMBO  So, again, if
there are any concerns, please contact David at any
point in tine.

Thanks very nmuch for representing the
senat e, Davi d.

Qur next issue for discussion concerns
t he proposed reorgani zation of the Coll ege of Human
Environnental Sciences. |'msure that you all got
e-mails, but because it was over the sumrer, nmany of
you may not have been around. But | want to trace
exactly what has happened very briefly and to open the
fl oor for any discussion there m ght Dbe.

On July 22nd, acting-Provost Nietzel
sent a neno to all faculty and staff announcing that
Dean Retia Wal ker was pronoted to a vice president for
Academ c Qutreach and Public Service. And, therefore,
on August 14th, acting-Provost N etzel was going to
reassi gn sonme responsibilities: That interior design
woul d report to the College of Architecture; and the
remai ni ng HES units woul d becone part of the Coll ege of
Agriculture as a center for famly and consuner
sci ences.

This was considered to be an interim
reorgani zati on. However, it was brought w thout nuch
in the way of background to the university comunity.
It was unclear what type of discussion had occurred
anmongst personnel involved with these various units,
and the senate council was concerned, of course, as
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wel | .

In particular, one thing that I noted as
senate council chair is, while |I heard a nunber of ny
col | eagues tal king about it, there was a notable
absence of contacts fromHES faculty to the senate
office. After some conversations with Profession Davie
Jones whereby | expressed ny concern about the | ack of
i nput, through his networking he apparently convinced a
nunber of faculty to contact our office and nake their
feelings known. So for that | would like to publicly
t hank Prof essor Jones.

It turned out that there were a nunber
of faculty that were not in agreenment with this
proposed reorgani zation. And the senate council had a
speci al neeting over the summer where virtually al
senate council nenbers attended, as well as Staff
Trustee Russ Wl lians; chair of the Conm ssion on
Wnen, Caroline Bratt; and Professor Jones, to discuss
this proposed or interimreorgani zati on and what shoul d
be done about it, what type of action should be taken.

The senate council had a very lively
di scussion at that neeting. And as a result of it, the
deci sion was nmade to send a very strong letter to
Presi dent Todd expressing our disagreenment with this
proposed reorgani zati on on a nunber of counts. And the
essence of those were discussed at the neeting and then
enbodi ed by consensus anong council nenbers.

The next step was that it was felt to be
an inportant step to contact President Todd personally
to ensure that he understands the sense of the counci
before the Board of Trustees neeting. Because the
Board of Trustees neeting represented the threshold
after which Dean Wal ker woul d be pronoted, therefore,
there was an open dean position and that reorganization
could occur. So a neeting was schedul ed with President
Todd. And M chael Kennedy and nyself went to President
Todd's office and prior to neeting wwth him acting-
Provost N etzel handed M chael Kennedy and | a sheet of
paper that described a revision of that reorgani zation.

So we read it over and net with President Todd and
communi cat ed, again, our concerns. And hence, that was
where the second e-mail cane out from acting-Provost
Ni et zel dated August 14th saying, "... based on a
request from senate council, the reorganization is
deferred until the University Senate can properly
process these proposed changes..."

There were a nunber of concerns that
were rai sed here, one of which was what does the word
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"interinm nmean. But maybe of nore concern is: \Wat
rol e does the University Senate play in shared
governance? And not what the letter of the rules are
but what's the spirit of the rules? And fromthat
think that we learned a lot. Certainly, it led us to
want to remain involved very actively in all proposed
reor gani zati ons.

One thing that was done as to the credit
of acting-Provost N etzel was before he sent out his
final e-mail rescinding the reorganization, he sat down
and spoke with HES faculty. At that session was Dean
Davi d Money and Dean Scott Smith, so that all faculty
could be apprised of the fact that there was not going
to be a reorganization at this tinme. However, at that
nmeeting it was nmade clear that this is what

adm nistration would like to see happen. | was at that
nmeeting, and | reiterated to faculty that self-
determnation is alive and well, and they have the

right to put forward any proposal that they see fit,
and then eventually we'd try to vote on it.

So, first I'd like to answer any
guestions that there nmay be about the issues that
occurred over the sumrer because there was a | ot of
activity over a short period of tine while many people
were gone fromthe university, but it's one was that of
great concern to the senate council and, therefore,
per haps should be to you as well. Wat questions can
answer ?

MR. AMERELO |I'mErnie
Amerelo in Political Science.

| wonder if you or M ke Kennedy or
anyone el se who spoke with M ke N etzel quizzed himon
what basis or authority he believed he had in naking,
taking that initiative in regard to the college and so
forth.

CHAIR DEMBO. Yes. | net with
acting-Provost N etzel prior to our senate council
nmeeting so | could try to get as many of the facts
strai ght as possible. Acting-Provost N etzel stated
that there were a nunber of conversations with faculty
to the point that he was satisfied that all faculty had
t he chance to give their input.

Faculty didn't necessarily agree with
this viewpoint. Sone faculty said that sonme of the
nmeetings occurred actually late fall, |ike Novenber and
Decenber, and the issues then really didn't revol ve
around reorgani zation; they revol ved around ot her
i ssues related to HES.
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In the conversations that acting-Provost
Ni et zel said that he had wth faculty later on in the
spring senester regarding reorgani zati on, he again was
convi nced that those were good and heal t hy di scussions.

And faculty that we heard fromsaid that basically,
and | paraphrase: Well, why would we want to say
anyt hi ng when we've been told it's a done deal already?
So fromthat standpoint, acting-Provost N etzel felt

t hat there was good conversation with faculty, that it
was nerely an interimreorgani zation, and that other
proposal s could cone forward afterwards consistent with
what faculty felt was appropriate.

Have | answered the question for you?

MR. AMERELO  Yes and no.

Yes, in ternms of the sequence of events; but not in
terns of his sense of the basis of his authority to
proceed w thout taking this through the senate.

CHAI R DEMBO  Again, | think
that it hinges on the word "interimreorganization"” and
acting-Provost N etzel went so far as to say that |egal
counsel assured himthat he does have the right to do
an interimreorganization.

MR, KENNEDY: But | don't
think he's going to do it again.

( LAUGHTER)

CHAI R DEMBO. Question? |Is
there a hand up? Yes.

MR. HANSON: | had a questi on.

"' m Mark Hanson in Engi neering.

You had nentioned the letter that you
had, that the senate council had sent to the provost.
| was wondering, is that part of your mnutes; and, if
not, could you please nmake it such?

CHAIR DEMBO In the m nutes
of that neeting, | reflected the bullet points that
council nmenbers elected to put into the letter. The
letter itself was not. We had a discussion about this
at the senate council level. The senate council,
acting as an armof the senate -- and I'mreflecting
conversation that we had. The senate council nenbers
felt that sonetinmes there are things that the senate
council must do to help ensure that due process occurs,
t hat communi cation occurs. And to that end, the letter
itself, as was felt by senate council nenbers, wasn't
critical but its outcone was.

Now, the senate council acts at the
pl easure of the University Senate and you, |'m sure,
don't want to know every word that's spoken at every
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nmeeting. On the other hand, you may decide as a senate
that you have a different threshold for what needs to
be reported to you, and that's -- you have the right to
ask for whatever you want. So at the present tine, we
woul d be telling senators that they could pick up a
copy of the letter at the senate council office, unless
we are instructed by you ot herw se.

MR. HANSON: As opposed to if
it wasn't in the mnutes, it would be available in
anot her way?

CHAIR DEMBO. Well, there are
many different ways that you as senators can ask the
senate council to act.

MR. HANSON: Is it possible
that you could post it on your website?

CHAIR DEMBO. If the senate
requests that, we certainly can.

Prof essor Wl dhart ?

M5. WALDHART: | would |ike
speak against that. One of the things that we were
very concerned about, as the senate council we had
considered the issues, we were very concerned about the
process that had been done. W would like to think
that by not making it public and every word nmade
avai l abl e to everybody that, in fact, we hel ped the
process along and that M chael has just said that he
didn't think that this would happen again. And what we
felt was that it is available to you if you want to
contact the senate office and since that was
availability, we felt that was sufficient.

But it was just -- it was nediating --
We t hought our role was acconplished w thout meking al
of the details conme out and we would like to keep it
that way because it seened to operate and acconpli sh
its purpose.

CHAI R DEMBO.  Prof essor
Debski ?

M5. DEBSKI: 1'd like to just
further this point by sinply saying that a nunber of us
felt there were a nunber of very inportant issues that
were going to conme up in front of the senate this fall,
and that it was very inportant to keep open mnds to
the adm nistration during the tines of those
di scussions, and didn't think that actual promnul gation
of this letter would ensure that.

CHAI R DEMBO. O her conments?

MR. STEINER. Shelly Steiner,
Bi ol ogy.
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| don't really see how an open letter
woul d conprom se. For 100 years, we've been afraid of
what the adm nistration is going to think; and as a
consequence we haven't done trenendous nunbers of
things. The RCTF -- nmmjor changes on canmpus -- major
structural changes and nobody says a word because
they're afraid of what this guy will think they're
doi ng.

But | think this, an open letter wll
make sonebody first of all think about what they are
doing nore carefully, when you wite stuff. And al so
why are we afraid of then? [|'mnot sure. | nean, this
is our representation and we become nore in tune and
nmore in touch with our representation if we see what
they' re doing instead of having things kind of pop up.

We under stand from whence things cone.

| don't think we should -- the senate
shoul d act froma position of apology. It should be
strong. And publishing a letter is strong in ny view,
and not publishing it isn't. And | think as open as we

can be, we'll be stronger and better for it and devel op
a certaincy there, self-confidence as a unit, which
don't think we have. | nean, | think we're afraid of

things that are in controversy. That's really what |
guess | am sayi ng.

CHAI R DEMBO.  Prof essor
Bai | ey?

MR. BAILEY: |I'mErnie Bailey
in Ag.

As | recall fromthe senate counci
di scussions, it was not so nuch a matter of keeping it
confidential, but it was a matter -- the discussion
was, as the letter went to Nietzel, it would al so be
broadcast to the entire senate. And that was what we
t al ked about, not so nuch keeping it hidden or anything
like that. | would assunme that the letter is available
on request, and Jeff has offered that.

" mnot sure what to think about posting
it because it wasn't witten as an open letter. And an
open letter is quite different fromone that you wite
to an individual. | nean, | think that public
docunents, if we post it on the Web that changes it
quite a bit. | would think that if we post it on the
Wb -- | nean, should we post all of the comunications
that conme to the senate council?

| woul d suggest that people just request
a copy of the letter if they're interested. But if
there's nothing hidden or confidential in the letter,
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kind of get the sense that it's contained in the
m nut es.

CHAIR DEMBO  There's a hand
up over here.

MR. AMERELO  Ernie Anerelo.
" mjust concerned that we're -- | just had a
conversation with Kathy a nonent ago, and it sounds
like we're talking in code here.

|"mnot entirely sure what is the issue
and why there is so much circunspection about mnaking
this public. R ght at the very outset of this neeting
you quoted froma particular statement and that
particul ar statenent tal ks about, you know, being a
transformative change agent, and | think that in that
spirit providing -- the University Senate Counci
providing the senate with nore information rather than
less and trying less to be a filter is going to advance
t he kind of nodel of shared governance that many of us
have been struggling on canmpus to advance over a good
many years.

So if sonmeone can enlighten nme as to
what the code is and how to break it, 1'd sure
appreciate it.

MR. CROSSMAN:  Bob Grossman,
Chem stry.

| think what the code is is that people
aren't happy at N etzel recidivous changes. They think
that this if this letter gets published it wll
enbarrass him And we want to nmake sure to keep good
relations with Nietzel in the future. The letter is
avai l abl e if anyone wants it; there is no reason to put
it out in the formof broadcasting it to everyone so

that no one gets enbarrassed. | think that that's the
i dea here.

MR. AMERELO | don't think
it's necessary to post it on the Web. | think it is

sufficient to have it at a senate neeting, where it can
be open to senators. W can present the letter in sone
form | don't think enbarrassnent is so bad either
It can nmake people think and reassess. But |'m not
| ooking to be antagonistic or hostile.
The fact is that this was a pretty

i nportant event in sonme ways, administratively. W've
raised a | ot of questions about what the provost does
and all kinds of stuff and what systemwe're operating
under and all kinds of stuff. |It's not just a trivial
and side issue.

CHAIR DEMBO. | agree with you
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about its significance. Well, what | reported,

Prof essor Amerel o, was the consensus of the senate
council when we discussed this issue. There was a
mnority vieww thin the senate council as well. But,
again, the senate council operates at the pleasure of
the University Senate. So if you would like to

i nstruct us what your expectations are, we have to
oblige. So if sonebody, for exanple, said that they
want that letter to be reflected in the senate m nutes
of this neeting, that would have to be done, or sone
ot her way of making those types of conmunications
known. Under st andi ng what Professor G ossnman said,
that there is the other point of view | ooking at trying
to maintain good rel ations or what have you.

MR AMERELO | don't want to
pre-judge this basic issue, but | do think that it
woul d be quite useful if that letter were nade
avai |l abl e at the very next neeting so that individuals
who are nenbers of this senate have an opportunity to
deci de whether they believe that it should be nmade nore
public than it has as opposed to our ability to go over
and pick up individual copies. Mst of us are quite
busy and it is unlikely that we will do that. Al though
there is the power of photocopies.

CHAI R DEMBO  Woul d you like
to instruct us to --

MR. AMERELO | do so instruct
the University Senate Council to prepare sufficient
copies of that letter to be made avail able to nenbers
of the University Senate by the next neeting, which
take woul d be the special session.

CHAI R DEMBO.  Prof essor
Bl yton, do we need a vote on this type of instruction?

MR. BLYTON: No. [|'d use
general consent.

CHAI R DEMBO.  Ckay.

MR. BLYTON: If there are no
obj ect i ons.

CHAI R DEMBO. Are there any
objections to this?

MR. KENNEDY: | think we
shoul d vote on it.

CHAI R DEMBO. Ckay. In that
case, we'll need a second for that.

MR. STEINVAN: | second it --
Shel I'y Stei nman.

CHAIR DEMBO. Ckay. Nowit's
on the floor for discussion. The proposal, again, is
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to nmake avail able at the next senate neeting hard
copies of the letter that was sent fromthe senate
council to President Todd regarding the HES
reor gani zati on.

Di scussi on?

M5. DWER: Roberta Dwyer, Ag.

In the interest of saving trees, can
make a friendly amendnent that it be nade avail abl e by
e-mail to registered senators instead of having it
Xeroxed for the next neeting? That it be avail able by
e-mail to all senators. Wuld you be agreeable to
t hat ?

CHAIR DEMBO Do you accept
t hat, Professor Anerel 0?

MR. AMERELO | accept that.

CHAI R DEMBO  Ckay, ot her
di scussi on?

M5. WALDHART: |I'd like to
voice a very strong objection to e-mail. | think it's
one thing to have hard copies and I think it's another
thing to make things avail able very, very publicly.
And it is so easy to do that by e-mail, that I would
much prefer that a hard copy be made if we're going to
do it and sinply attach it to the mnutes that go with
the next neeting. That it seens to nme that it is a
matter if you don't want to go to the senate office and
ask for it, then at least it would be initially given
to senators by a hard copy.

CHAI R DEMBO. O her
di scussi on?

MR. CROSSMAN: This is covered
by open records | aw, correct?

CHAIR DEMBO Pl ease identify
your sel f.

MR. GROSSVMAN:  Don Grossnman,
Political Science. The letter is covered by open
records |law, correct?

CHAIR DEMBO  Certainly.

MR GROSSMAN: | find it very
strange having a public debate about how silent or now
not public you want to keep a public docunent. | don't

see any reason not to nmake it avail able to whoever
wants it.

CHAI R DEMBO. But the essence
may address the accountability of the senate council to
the senate regarding its work that is done in the
backgr ound.

M5. DEBSKI: The letter has
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al ways been avail able to anyone who wanted it. It was
just that it was felt that people who wanted it shoul d,
in fact, nake a request for the letter, not just have
it handed out.

CHAIR DEMBO. Is there any
ot her discussion? (No response.)

So the notion on the floor is to have
the letter available either at the next senate neeting
or to send by request to e-nail addresses of those
senators requesting it.

Pr of essor Tagavi ?

MR. TAGAVI: | want to nake a
friendly anendnment. If it is the next senate neeting,
it could be the next regular senate neeting, so it
woul dn't be the one that President Todd is here. So we
can add in the friendly anendnent the word "regular.”

CHAI R DEMBO. [|s that
accept abl e?

MR. AMERELO  No.

CHAI R DEMBO. Ckay. Do you
want to present that as an unfriendly amendnent?

( LAUGHTER)

MR, TAGAVI: Yes. It's like
friendly fire, so | would rmake it anmendment, yes.

CHAIR DEMBO  So your
amendnent, then, is to not bring it to the Septenber
30th neeting, but rather the October 9th or --

MR TAGAVI : Yes.

MR. AMERELG  The 14t h.

CHAIR DEMBO The 14th. Thank
you. W need a second for that.

M5. WALDHART: Second.

CHAI R DEMBO. Ckay, discussion
about the anmendnent from Dr. Tagavi ?

MR. KENNEDY: Just a point of
order. \What happened to the anmendnent about e-mail?
Did that just die for |ack of a second?

CHAI R DEMBO. That was
accepted as a friendly anmendnent. The one for e-nai
requests? | believe that was accepted as a friendly
amendnent .

MR, KENNEDY: It was?

MR. TAGAVI: Then | don't need
to amend that at this tine.

CHAIR DEMBO  You w t hdraw?

MR TAGAVI: Yes.

CHAI R DEMBO  Ckay, any ot her
di scussi on?
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MR. TAGAVI: So the notion is
for an e-mail; not for a hard copy.

CHAIR DEMBO  That's correct.

The notion is that by e-mail requests fromsenators, a
hard copy -- an attachnment will be sent to registered
senat ors.

Okay, all in favor of that please
signify by saying aye.

("AYE" VO CE VOTE: MAJORITY)

CHAIR DEMBO Al |l opposed?
("NAY" VO CE VOTE: FEW

Okay, | think the "ayes" have it, so
that will be done. Feel free to contact us at
senat euky and you'll receive a copy of the letter.

( SEVERAL SENATORS VO CE COMMVENTS AT ONCE)

CHAI R DEMBO.  Sorry?

MR. AMERELO It was not by
request. It wasn't by request.

CHAI R DEMBO. Ch, you wanted
it broadcast to the senate? GOkay. Sorry, |
m sunder st ood. Ckay.

Question?

M5. BURKHART: Just a point of
clarification. Patricia Burkhart, College of Nursing.

Is there a reason why we can't attach it to our
m nutes since we're doing a hard copy and it then
changes the concern about what's our real next neeting
and not real next neeting. |Is it Septenber 30th? O
is there a concern about why it couldn't be attached,
if we're doing hard copy.

CHAIR DEMBO | believe that's
the very point that we're debating as to whether or not
sonmething |like that should be attached to forma
m nutes like this versus--

MS. BURKHART: Okay. W just
voted on e-mail, but not by request.

CHAIR DEMBO. Correct. |
don't think it's a noot issue because | think that we
have to devel op our working rel ati onshi ps together, and
we need guidance fromthe senate at large to | et us
know what the expectations are.

The next itemis perhaps al so
controversial, and that is the provost search. At the
time that Mchael Kennedy and | net with President
Todd, after we expressed our concern about the HES
i ssue, the president happened to nention that he has a
search commttee fornmed, or nearly formed, or, | think
M chael , he nentioned sone nanes. And, | guess M chael
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and | asked President Todd, well, there's no faculty on
that search commttee. And he said, oh, well, here's
one faculty, but she's really a director of something
so it's kind of debatable. So we rem nded President
Todd that the senate should be consulted for
contributions of nanes to these types of searches.

And, technically, he was correct. |If
one reads the rules, the senate rules and GRs talk
about the senate contributing to dean searches and to
presi dent searches, but it was silent on provost
searches because we haven't changed the rules yet.

( LAUGHTER)

So at that tine, President Todd sent the
senate council an e-mail requesting sone nanes. The
senate council had another neeting that was filled with
much di scussi on and nmuch concern about the provost
search. The concern revol ved around several points.
One was that at an earlier senate council neeting held
last Spring with President Todd talking with the senate
council, one of the issues that was discussed was that
if you have an inside candidate and you have an
external search, that people may perceive that as being
a search not worthy of contributing their nanmes toward
because of the strength of an internal candidate. So
essentially -- | knowit's been debated. What our
senate council told President Todd was, if you really
want acting-Provost N etzel, appoint him If you want
to have a search, have a bona fide search w thout an
i nside candidate. And senate council nenbers, please
correct ne if |I've gotten any of this wong.

So the concern was that President Todd
appeared to be doing just the opposite. That, in fact,
he was having an outside search with an interna
candi date. And then, secondarily, was the issue that
there was sone press witten in the Heral d- Leader on
the very issue, including a letter that was signed by
deans of the University of Kentucky supporting acting-
Provost Nietzel. And there were also sone of these
deans on this proposed search conmttee. Wich is not
actually called a search conmittee; it's called an
advi sory comm ttee.

So the senate council proposed to
President Todd that at |east he consider several
things. First was, he certainly needed to have faculty
fromthe faculty-at-large on this search; and we al so
recomended that he have a co-chair because the chair
that was recomrended, that is Doug Boyd, had recently
been pronoted to an associ ate provost position.
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So here was a search conmttee who was
in a direct, | guess, subordinate position to a
potential incunbent candidate. So upon our
recommendati on, Professor Loyse Mather was appoi nted as
co-chair of this Advisory Commttee and another faculty
was appoi nted at our recommendation, Professor Lee
Edgerton, whom | would like to have conme up in just a
second to give us sone background on what's happened
since then.

In the mind of the senate council, we
still do not have adequate faculty representation on
this commttee, especially conmpared with other provost
searches that have been done at sone of our benchmark
institutions, and there was sone uncertainty as to
whet her the president was going to contact us at al
about the names of faculty nenbers.

So, Lee, if you can conme up and give us
some background on what's happened to date.

MR. EDGERTON: Well just very
briefly, we nmet |ast Thursday norning for the first
time to put together sone basic plans for the search
The charge was to cone up eventually with a short |ist
of three to five individuals that woul d be appropriate
for canpus visitation and serious consideration for
this position.

| think there are two things that cane
out of that neeting that are inportant for us as a
group. One is that we are |ooking for lists of
i ndividuals, lists of deans, |ists of other
adm ni strators who m ght be candi dates, |ists of
i ndi vi dual s who m ght give us good nanes of candi dates.

And so we woul d very much |ike your input into that
process. The other thing's that taking place is that
our co-chairs are putting together a list of the
eval uation criteria, and that's an ongoi ng process and
we woul d like very nmuch to have your input into that.
There is no set tinme frame for this search at the
present tinme. Naturally, we would all |ike to nove as
qui ckly as possible. The president would Iike to
resolve this process and identify who is going to be
the new provost. And the conmttee nenbers, | think,
woul d i ke to resolve the process also. But there is
no set tine at which things have to be conpleted. So
we woul d appreciate your help in identifying the
criteria by which we will evaluate these people. W
woul d appreciate your help in identifying potenti al
candi dat es.

CHAIR DEMBO  Are there any
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guestions for Professor Edgerton about the activities
of the Search Conmittee, the Advisory Comm ttee?

MR. CANON: Brad Canon. So
far as I'maware, no list of the commttee nenbers has
ever been transmtted to the faculty.

MR. EDGERTON: |I'msorry. |f
you will go to www uky. edu/ provostsearch\, all one
word, you'll find the description of the position,
you'll find the commttee nenbers and sone ot her

information, and you will find the nanes of the two co-
chairs and e-mail addresses so that you can forward any
suggestions to them

MR. BHAVSAR: Sukat o Bhavsar
from Astronony.

Lee, was there any discussion on the
comm ttee about the acting provost being one of the
candi dat es?

MR. EDGERTON: Boy, I'd hate
torely on ny menory cells for nmuch of anything,
Sukat o.

My perception fromwhere | sat -- and
there were sone small conversati ons goi ng on around,
but there other people who were there. | don't think

that there was a | ot of discussion of it. The issue
did come up. President Todd indicated that his
perspective was to go after the nost capabl e person he
could find, and he didn't want to have that i ndividual
restricted fromconsideration for the position
permanently. He made that as part of his opening
comments. But | don't recall that we had the -- | see
Kay shaking her head. | don't recall that there was a
| ot of discussion of this issue.

CHAI R DEMBO. There are maybe

a couple of things I'lIl add. And Lee correct nme if |I'm
wong. | failed to nmention there's another faculty on
the Search Commttee, Karen M nx, too, | believe, was

recommended by the chair of the Conmm ssion on Wnen,
and she brought up several tinmes during that first
nmeeting the idea of legitimacy and the perception of
the Advisory Committee's activity as having to appear
legitimate to everybody.

The president addressed two other itens
to the commttee. One was his notion that search
firms, in his opinion, were not of great value -- or at
least in this case. | hope | don't have that w ong.
But he addressed the fact that he didn't think it was a
shortcom ng to not have a search firm And he al so
di scussed the fact that he didn't think that the way
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this search is being conducted would prevent wonen and
mnorities fromapplying for this position. And he
descri bed sone of the good statistics that UK has to
show about wonen and mnorities in admnistrative
positions. Well, not just admnistrative, but faculty
positions, as well.

MR. YATES: Steve Yates,

Chem stry Departnent.

| nmust admt I'ma little bit distressed
by this as | ameach tinme the university seens to have
done a nationw de search, only to find that the best
person in the entire nation was al ready resident on
this canmpus

| think we all want a strong university.
We think the provost should be in a strong position.
|"mjust worried by what m ght be viewed as a fl awed
search that's going to lead to a weakened position for
the provost. But | think the senate council provided
good advice to the president and I w sh he had adhered
to it.

MR. EDGERTON: If | could
remenber things better I would cite what Jeff had up on
the screen earlier. | think we are in a position to do
sonet hi ng about who we recruit for this position. And
if we all sit back and decide, well this is a flawed
process, it's just sane old, same old, that's what
we'll get. But | think we have an opportunity -- |
heard nothing in that commttee neeting that says to ne
that anything is set in stone. W may have to nake a
few nore calls than usual to get sonme good people to
apply who m ght not otherwise want to. But | think if
we believe we have an institution that is worthy of a
strong candi date, we ought go out and try to have that
person apply.

MR. BHAVSAR: Anot her question
| had was, is the commttee an advisory commttee to
the president or is it -- does it make a selection?

MR, EDGERTON: | think the
official title is a Provost Search Advisory Commttee.

MR, KENNEDY: But | don't
think what it's called makes nuch difference. Even a
search commttee is advisory to the president and then
the president is advisory to the board and that's where
the final decision gets made as to what's realistically
happening in that process. At a certain point, the
concrete gets poured around it. The president nmakes a
proposal to the board, but | think this conmttee has a
fair anount of |atitude and cannot function as a search
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conmi ttee.

MR GROSSMAN:  WII the Iist
finalists be made public and the faculty be given an
opportunity to interview?

MR. EDGERTON: Absol utely.
