Present: Pat DeLuca, Janet Ford, Davy Jones (Chair), Kaveh Tagavi and John Thelin

The SREC discussed the interpretation of HRPP 4.1.1.1 with respect to determination of eligibility in the elections of Faculty Senators and Faculty Trustee, in view of the informal discussions that Jones had with T Lynn Williamson, who authored HRPP 4.1.  The discussion converged on the following interpretation:

(1) if the University service activity is the individual acting as member of a faculty body, or as an elected representative on behalf thereof (e.g., participating in meetings of a department, school or college faculty body, as a member of the body; or as an elected University Faculty Senator (or Faculty Trustee) attending a Senate/Senate Council (or Board of Trustees) meeting as an elected representative of the University Faculty body; or participating as a member of committees of the above bodies) then that University service activity counts as D.O.E. time in the capacity of a faculty employee. 

(2) if the University service activity is the individual acting in a capacity to which the individual has been administratively appointed, reporting in that capacity to an administrative officer (e.g., Director of Undergraduate/Graduate Studies, Dept./Div. Chair, Asst./Asso. Dean, Ombud, member of committee that reports to an administrative officer) the that University service activity does not count as D.O.E. time in instruction, research and/or public service within the meaning of HRPP 4.1.1. 


The SREC continued to work on updating Section VI of the Senate Rules, reaching the end.  Jones will now incorporate the outcome of these Section VI discussions into a revised draft of Section VI.
