 The following interpretations were rendered:

1. Reaffirmation of an earlier interpretation that where an elected Faculty Senator who is otherwise fully eligible for that position has a class teaching conflict with the time of the Senate meetings, there is no provision for a surrogate or temporary replacement to act on behalf of that Faculty  Senator.  In addition, under the current Senate Rule, as long as that elected Faculty Senator notifies the Senate Council Office in advance as to the reason for missing each Senate meeting, there is no mechanism to have that individual formally removed from that position and replaced permanently with another individual by the replacement method described in the Senate Rules.

2.  The phrase in Senate Rule 5.3.1.5.A “and who have completed at least one semester or 12 hours with a grade point standing of 2.0 or better after readmission” was interpreted to mean that either the student has completed one semester as a full time student (i.e., 12 hour load) with a GPA of 2.0 or better,  or as a part-time student has accumulated 12 hrs with a 2.0 GPA or better.

The SREC then continued its work to draft updating revision to Section V of the Senate Rules.
