Minutes of SREC Meeting

At 2:10 the Chair ascertained the following quorum had arrived causing thereby initiating start of the meeting on SREC business.

Revision updating of Section V continued.

The SREC decision was made that in reference to the “University Registrar” the Rules would in all places be made to say  “Registar.”  As far as choosing between “Registrar” versus “Registar’s Office” the SREC made the decision that globally the Senate Rules would refer to “Registar” whenever the Rule was referring to an official decision or action that needed to be taken about someone or someone’s case, whereas if the reference was an applicant, student, faculty member or other administrator submitting a document or notification, the Rule would use “Registrar’s Office.”

The SREC decision was made to substantially revise and expand the glossary of the Senate Rules.

For SR 5.2.3, the SREC considered to change the language from 

“A student in any undergraduate college shall be classified by the University Registrar  as …” 

to be

“Any undergraduate student college shall be classified by the University Registrar  as …” However, the SREC first directed that the Chair  after the meeting is to contact Don Witt or Jacquie.  If Don Witt or Jacquie Hager to not identify any contraindicating reason, then the SREC decision is to make the change; if Don Wit or Jacquie Hager identifies a contraindicating reason, then the SREC decision is not to make the change.  The Chair by contact to Don Witt or Jacquie Hager after the meeting is to ascertain the SREC decision on this point.*
At the end of the meeting, discussion toward the agenda for the next meeting was initiated, to be completed on the listserve.
The Chair adjourned the meeting at 4 p.m.
