Rules and Elections Committee

Minutes

March 8, 2004
The meeting started at 8:45 am in RGAN 275. Those present where Pat DeLuca, Zakkula Govindarajulu, Doug Michael, Peggy Sunnier, and Kaveh Tagavi (chair).

Meeting started at 8:45 am.

1. Minutes of February 23, 2004 were approved.
2. RC-022 Change 10 day to 6 day. We were asked by the SC to come up with a language to change the 10 day rule for agenda items to 6 days. The committee unanimously approved the second choice (but adding “The” to the beginning of the sentence) as distributed. 3 members were against reducing the lead time while 2 favored it. The argument against this was that Senators are often busy and 6 days might not be enough for them to digest often important proposals that are being considered by the Senate. The argument for it was given that web access is becoming more available and the fact that Senators know what they get into when they are elected and the need for shortening the approval time justifies the reduction from 10 to 6.

3. RC-023 Obmud reappointment. The committee approved the first language but added that third year appointments have to go through the full search and replaced SC chair with SC. The committee asked that we convey to the SC that we think a third appointment should not be allowed. 
4. RC-024 SC elections. We were asked by the SC to come up with a language allowing electronic elections for SC elections. The proposed language was discussed but we tabled the proposal for further discussion in future meetings. 

5. RC-025 Grad School Rules. It was noted that these rules have not been approved by the Senate. Will inform SC accordingly.
6. RC-026 “Dismissed” Senators. The committee decided, previous ruling/interpretations notwithstanding, that “dismissed” and replaced Senators are eligible to run in subsequent Senate elections with no restriction whatsoever. Will inform SC accordingly.

7.  RC-027 BoT elections. A glitch was discovered in elections rules in how we deal with ties. It was also noted that the rule does not explicitly allow or mandate electronic elections. The committee accepted the proposed language with a minor editorial change. The proposal will be sent to SC for considerations.
8. We agreed to meet in two weeks.
