University Senate Rules and Elections Committee
Minutes of Meeting:  November 13, 2006
The meeting was called to order at 11:10 AM.  Members present: Doug Michael (chair), Tom Kelly, Kaveh Tagavi, Connie Wood.

The following items were discussed and actions taken.

(1) We discussed the upcoming election for Senate Council.  It was agreed that we would tentatively plan for nominations for the week of November 27 and elections for the week of December 4.  Doug will check with Sheila Brothers to see if this time frame is workable.

(2) We discussed the matter of curricular changes which was referred to this committee by the Senate Council in its October 30, 2006 meeting.  The problem was the inconsistency in the treatment of program changes and new program proposals, with the understanding from the Senate Council that the ten-day circulation to Senators is traditionally ineffective.  We agreed that, as a matter of policy, it should be the case that new programs should be submitted to the full Senate for action (after approval by the Senate Council) and that changes to programs should be treated likewise unless the Senate Council determines that the change is “minor.”  Doug agreed to draft proposed language to be circulated to Rules Committee members for further discussion or action.  We agreed that no change was needed in the procedure for approval of new courses (outside of changes to programs or new programs).
(3) We discussed generally the problem of requirements for a third (or subsequent) bachelor’s degree.  We reaffirmed the understanding from email circulation that there is no reasonable interpretation which can be made of Rule 5.4.1.3 to permit more than two bachelor’s degrees.  This was previously reported to the Chair of the Senate Council. 
(4) We discussed possibly amending part of Rule 1.3.1.2 to specify whether the Chair of the Senate Council is to be counted for quorum purposes.  Doug agreed to draft proposed language to be circulated to Rules Committee members for further discussion or action.  
We will meet next Monday at 10 AM in Room 228 of the College of Law Building.

The meeting was adjourned at 11 AM.
